Other Details of CAT for 5-year Integrated Law Programme, 2026: 
1. All questions will be of the MCQ type with four alternative choices, of which only one answer 

will be the correct option. 
2. The test Booklet and the OMR will be in English. The test will be OMR-based. 
3. For every right answer, 4 marks will be awarded, and for every wrong answer, l mark will be 

deducted. There will be no marking for un-attempted questions. 
4. Merit list will be prepared only on the basis of marks obtained in CAT for 5-year Integrated 

Law Programme, 2026. In case of a tie. ie. when two or more candidates obtain equal marks, 
the inter-se merit of such candidates shall be decided as follows:

Resolution by finding the ratio of positive marks and negative marks. The candidate 
with the higher absolute value of the ratio will receive a better rank. 
Resolution by the number of unanswered questions. The candidate with fewer 
unanswered questions will be placed higher in rank. 
If the resolution is not possible after this criterion, candidates with a higher age will be 
given a better rank. 
In case the age is the same, then the percentage of marks obtained in HS or 12 standards 
shall be considered, and the applicant with the higher percentage (irrespective of the 
board or stream of study; Science, Arts, Commerce, etc.) shall be considered. 

5. Reservation and relaxation policy will be as per existing government of Assam norms. 
Eligibility criteria will be verified by the respective colleges/ institutions before admission. 

A candidate cannot claim a seat without fulfilling the eligibility criteria of the Bar Council of 
India (BCI), even though his/her name appears in the merit list. The college/Institution will be 
held responsible for any violation of eligibility criteria and applicable BCI norms.
